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South Coast and Vatnajokull  area  

 

Drive along the south shore on our way to the east.  

 

 
 

Waterfalls one of which you can walk behind, black sandy beaches, mountains and 

strange lava formations along the way.  Solheimajokull glacier tongue extends down 

from its mother glacier, Myrdalsjokull, Iceland's fourth largest.  

 

The Myrdalsjokull (1480m) is the fourth largest glacier with an area of about 590 km². 

It rests on a very volcanically active massif mountain, which erupted very powerfully in 

1918.  

 

 
 

Quite a few glacier snouts flow down onto the lower lying areas and discharge a great 

volume of water.  Just west of this glacier is another one, much smaller (50 km²), 

Eyjafjallajokull. 

 

Drive down to the black sandy beach Reynisfjara. 
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The drive to the ice lagoon goes along the south coast. Eastbound. 

 

 
 

The glacier lagoon in Iceland is just by the highway, about 350 km east from Reykjavík, 

and it is said to be one of Iceland greatest wonders. The surface is at sea level and the 

sea flows into the lagoon at high tide. 

 

 
 

Huge blocks of ice constantly break off the Breidamerkur glacier tounge and large 

icebergs from the glacier float on the lagoon. The lagoon is not wide but up to 160 

meters deep. The glacier Breidamerkur glacier is an outlet of the Vatnajokull glacier. 
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Sailing on the ice lagoon. 

 

 
 

After the cruise we take a part of a 1200 years old glacier with us and smash it into ice 

cubes. If you put it in your drink you will notice that the ice cubes hardly melt. 

The glacial lagoon Jokulsarlon was also a film location for the James Bond movie, Die 

another day. Among other things to see on this trip are beautiful waterfalls, and the 

southernmost point of Iceland Ingolfshofdi, where if you sailed due south, you would 

not touch land until Antarctica.

We get you back to your hotel. Recommended Hotel Ranga 
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Landmannalaugar.   

 

Landmannalaugar is situated in the central highlands of Iceland. We pass by Laki 

volcano before we arrive at the interior route, across lava fields, black ash and scoria 

deserts. Landmannalaugar is an area of great contrasts with black ridges and colorful 

mountains of green, red, yellow and orange. 

 

 
 

The fresh air with all the untouched nature, rivers, craters, high mountains and massive 

lava fields give you the feeling of something very special. We recommend you top the 

day off with a nice hot bath in a natural pool. 

 

 
 

 

This pearl of the interior is situated in a valley between colorful mountains at the dark 

edge of the rhyolite lava field Laugahraun. The journey ends at your hotel. 
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Thorsmork.   

 

The day starts by driving in super-jeeps/SUVs.  Thorsmork is one of the brightest pearls 

in the string of beautiful areas of the country, surrounded by rugged and beautiful 

mountains, glaciers and glacial rivers, decorated with small birch woods and silver lined 

with humming brooks. Many have attempted to describe the charm of this area. 

 

Icelanders appreciate Thorsmork and visit it frequently the whole year round. Quite a 

few brooks and rivers have to be forced to get there and no-one should attempt the trip 

without the company of experienced people since the glacial rivers are very 

unpredictable.

Thorsmork, has often been difficult to reach, except by mountain vehicles. There are a 

multitude of small gullies and valleys, clad with low birch-trees that create seemingly 

endless possibilities for the nature lover. You will find the more than 170 plants, moss 
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and lichen species in this lush area, which was a fjord some 12,000 years ago. The 

outlet glaciers tumble and crawl down into the gullies, some of them ending in 

spectacular glacial lagoons. The glacial melt-off forms rivers that have to be crossed on 

the way to Thorsmork. Some days the crossing is quite challenging.  An innocent stream 

can change in a matter of hours to a thunderous torrent. Our skilled drivers are very 

experienced in these driving conditions and will take you safely across any river.
